Simon Donaldson, né en 1957 au Royaume-Uni, est Professeur de mathématique a I'lmperial College
a Londres. Ses travaux ont eu une influence considérable sur la géométrie différentielle de ces vingt-
cing derniéres années. lls représentent une contribution fondamentale a I'étude des variétés de
dimension quatre et des surfaces complexes, a la géométrie symplectique, et a la théorie de la
stabilité des variétés Kahlériennes.

Simon Donaldson is Professor at Imperial College in London. His work has had a profound influence
on differential geometry these last twenty five years. He has produced fundamental contributions to
the theory of four dimensional manifolds and of complex surfaces, and more recently to symplectic
geometry and to the theory of stability for Kahler manifolds.
